Matters Arising
1. Zurich Insurance - Clerk advised the Council, that Llanfilo Graveyard has been added  to the insurance policy, at no extra charge, as its falls below their minimum premium.               ____
2. Adopt a Kiosk - Clerk had previously circulated the  agreement for the purchase of three Kiosks(01874 622169 - Felinfach, 01874 754209 - Brynhaul, 01874 754251 - Brechfa Common) to Cllr's for their perusal . The agreement was signed by Cllr Jones Chairwoman, Clerk to arrange payment to BT.The purchase of the  remaining Kiosks ( 01874 754235 - Trawscoed  and  01874  754239 - The Common ) have been applied for,  but due to ofcom  restrictions the local council must give permission before the adoption  can take place, of  01874 754239 - the Common , which could take up to 90 days for a decision to be made.

3. G.P.Biotec - Cllr Brown & Cllr Price attended a Community Liaison  Group meeting in Talgarth on Monday 24th June2015 , Cllr Brown's notes are as follows: The meeting was attended by nine people, five of which represented G.P.Biotec & N.R.W (Natural resources Wales) They seemed to have all their facts ,figures techniques completely  and fully functioning and were now seemingly beyond questioning . This process was entirely advantageous to people and agriculture. To suggest that there could possibly be any  long term detrimental effects didn't appear to be of any concern. All possible doubts had  been accounted for in scientific thorough  research , and practice. Yet despite all their assurances, I do not trust them. On radio 4's farming program  just  last week, the excessive maize crops now grown, no longer just feed people and animals! This digested material would poison the land. I'm reminded of the organic phosphate disaster now coming to light, many years after.On a more local practical level we were told that their tractors had a top speed of 30mph and could go no faster, this speed with either empty or full tankers , flying down a steep narrow bending country lane seems suicidal to me. a typical cavalier response to my complaint , also in their early history the transporting parts and waste from the Merthyr slaughter yard spilled heavily in front of my car for a considerable distance on the A470/A438 to Talgarth, this was dismissed as a one off  incident of a faulty valve on the back of a tanker. This is all in the memory, so by now have little trust or confidence in their activity, Gareth and myself are to be invited to see the operations at Porthamel.Gareth nor Myself have never received a direct answer to our main question - just how frequently can this digested material be applied to the same ground, every 3 weeks? every 6 years? can someone tell us? we do need to know the facts.Cllr Morgan commented  that from  receiving the spreading reports, GP.Biotec are covering a wide area , and that the further the distance they travel, its less likely that the same ground will be used continuously.Cllr Owen-Lowe suggested that she might ask an  independent within Welsh Water, for their opinion on the environmental impact, and the treatment of  waste.Apparently there are plans to build another holding tank at Porthamal Farm.
