3.2 - Free Clothing Bank for Your Community — Helping Wales Recycle Together -  Clerk to connect with residents to gain opinion on having the recycling bank positioned in their neighbourhood.

3.4 – Training – free training spaces provided by Welsh government- Cllr Shepstone & Cllr Owens will take up the free training for Understanding the Law and Code of Conduct. Clerk to organise.

3.5 – Play Park Inspection – conducted by ROSPA – The annual inspection has not thrown up any high-risk levels this year, inspection will be discussed in next Play Park meeting, with the recommendation that a weekly inspection be introduced and recorded for liability and insurance purposes.

3.6 – Biodiversity Section 6 Report – The Clerk prepared the required tri-annual report mandated by the Welsh Government. The report was shared with all Councillors. Cllr Williams proposed that the council adopt the report and send copies to the Welsh Government and One Voice Wales, with Cllr Carrotte seconding the proposal.

3.7 – Land Drainage around Felinfach- Clerk reiterated that there had been no response from any department within Powys County Council regarding the unresolved and potential flooding in Felinfach. Land Drainage Dept. has not shared results or outcome of issues from the meeting in August, C.C Tom Colbert suggested that the Community Council should consider having a discussion with the Landowner to encourage changing farming practices to mitigate the flooding of the lower village and that one of the several farmers in the Community Council would be best placed to have that conversation, ultimately this will be the decision of the Community Council. he also suggested that he will speak to Highways regarding any legal proceedings and that he still wants to have a meeting with Land Drainage to get the detail of their study. Cllr Williams recommended contacting Natural Resource Wales as the Landowner has a responsibility to ensure that soil erosion from his land is not deposited into the river causing pollution

3.8 . Salt Bin at Pwll Cwrw Junction.– Clerk to request a new salt bin from Powys Highways as the surface water is flowing freely over the road, icy weather will cause dangerous driving conditions as this road is used for the school bus run.
