Points of Interest
Update on External Audit  - response from Audit Wales -The audit has been started. Once completed, we will send your audit certificate. Audit Wales is experiencing a considerable backlog, with completed audits expected to be published by the end of November 2025.
Sustainable Powys – Cllr Shepstone  and Cllr Williams will attend  the meeting on 26th November 2025 at the Foundry, Brecon 
Standards Community Sub-Committee –It was noted that there has been a lack of uptake among members for this training. As a result, the cost per applicant is expected to rise to £60.
No further actions will be taken at this time, as the Council has already indicated its interest in the training.
Land Drainage around Felinfach – lack of response. Clerk reported to Council that since the initial meeting to address the flooding in Felinfach, no communication has been received by Council or other interested parties from the Land Drainage Department, Clerk has been requested to write to the chief executive of Powys County Council to express the Councils concerns.

Valuation Office Agency Request: Llandefalle Hall
The Clerk reported to the Council that Mrs Jayne Owen Rees, Chairperson of Llandefalle Hall, had recently received a formal request from the Valuation Office Agency (HMRC). This request sought detailed information concerning the lease, rental arrangements, and ownership status of Llandefalle Hall.
As Felinfach Community Council is the tenant of the property, both the Clerk and the Chairperson collaborated to complete the requested documentation. The completed forms were submitted to the Valuation Office Agency as required.

Littering in Felinfach – Cllr Owens raised the ongoing problem with littering at the pull-in just off the A470, Clerk will mention to Mr.Ian Rowlands who very kindly litter picks the Village on a regular basis.
				
Open Ditch in Llanfilo
Cllr Brown brought to the Council's attention the on-going problem of damaged bollards along the open ditch in Llanfilo, Cllr Williams proposed a potential solution: diverting the water currently running through the open ditch into the existing pipe that passes beneath the road, and filling in the ditch itself. Clerk would write to Mr David Lewis from the Highways Department.
